1. Course Registration Restrictions for Other College Students
Students from the Department of Business Administration with a double
major, interdisciplinary major, or dual degree can register for business
courses. However, students from other colleges than Korea University
Business School are not eligible to register for business courses during
the regular course registration periods. These students may register
during the add/drop period for all if there are any vacancies (5% of the
total seats for courses taught in Korean, 25% of the total seats for
courses in taught English). During this period, courses will be available to
all students, including exchange students, on a first-come, first-served
basis, regardless of their major.

(Some courses may not have restrictions for students from other colleges
and will be marked as “no limit to Major.” Conversely, some courses may
remain unavailable to students from other colleges even during the
add/drop period for all.)

2. Limits on the Number of Seats

There are inevitably limits on the number of seats for classes according
to the classroom size and characteristics of the courses.

3. Cognate Courses, Discontinued Courses

Due to the revision of curriculum, some courses have changed their titles
or codes. Thus, ensure you check the updates before course registration.

- Becuase BUSS304 'Digital Platform Business’ has been discontinued, if
you would like to retake it, please take BUSS307 ‘Platform Business
Model And Digital Transformation’ instead. (Also, to retake BUSS388)

- Once introduced as BUSS003 ‘Topic Course’ titled ‘Strategic Technology
Commertialization,” it has been incorporated into the regular curriculum
as BUSS306 ‘Strategic Technology Commertialization’ starting from the
spring 2021 semester. Thus, BUSS003 ‘Topic Course(Strategic Technology
Commertialization) is no longer available for retake.
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- Once introduced as BUSS003 ‘Topic Course’ titled 'Mergers,Acquisitions,
And Restructuring,” it has been incorporated into the regular curriculum
as BUSS418 'Mergers,Acquisitions, And Restructuring’ starting from the
spring 2024 semester. Thus, BUSS003 ‘Topic Course(Mergers,Acquisitions,
And Restructuring)’ is no longer available for retake.

- In the Fall 2025 Semester, two sections of the ‘Topic Course’ will be
offered: Section 01 and Section 02 Please note that students may only
take the 'Topic Course’ once during their enrollment period. Retaking the
course is not allowed. Please be sure to take this into consideration
when selecting your courses.

- In the Spring 2026 Semester, four sections of the ‘Topic Course’ will be
offered: Section 01 (Design Thinking for Lean Startups: From Idea to
Startup), Section 02 (Business Strategy in China), Section 03 (Financial
Modeling and Investment Practice)) and Section 04 (Hedge Fund
Strategies), all of which are English-taught. Please note that students
may take the ‘Topic Course’ only once during their period of study,
and retaking the course is not permitted. Please be sure to take this
into consideration when selecting your courses.

X Themes of 'Topic Course’ may vary each semester. Please ensure you
check the syllabus in detail when registering for the course.

4. Pre-requisites

Major electives may require pre-requisites, which must be completed
before taking the elective course. A pre-requisite and an elective course
cannot be taken in the same semester.

(e.g., Pre-requisite for BUSS213 ‘Intermediate Accounting |' : BUSS152
Principles of Accounting)

- If you have taken a pre-requisite course on Sejong campus, you may
not be able to register for the elective course. In such cases, please
contact the administration office of your department before course
registration.

- BUSS302 ‘Financial Analytics,’ which was previously required as a
pre-requisite for BUSS216 'Business Analytics |,” has been changed to a
recommended course while still remaining a pre-requisite.

5. ECON171(Previously ECON120) Principles of Economics |,
ECON172(Previously ECON203) Principles of Economics Il

There are sections specifically for students majoring in Business
Administration, indicated by class only for KUBS students. These two
courses do not count towards the graduation requirements for the
number of elective courses or the number of courses in English.
Regardless of whether you take one of the exclusive sections for Business
Administration majors, as long as you complete any section of these
courses, you will meet the requirements for ECON171 and ECON172.

6. Notice on Changes to the Course List for Students

Double-majoring in Business Administration and Economics
Students double-majoring in Business Administration and Economics,
whose student ID number starts with 2016 or later, must take 6 credits
of elective courses from the double major department, substituting
Principles of Economics |, Il.

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8. Note on Course Retake

When a course is retaken and replaced, the previous course is deleted,
including its credit. For example, if the previous course was in English
but has been retaken and replaced with a course taught in Korean, it will
not be counted towards the number of English courses required.

9. Credit Withdrawal

Credit withdrawal is available, but some courses, such as Internship
Practices or flexible-term courses, cannot be dropped. These courses are
indicated by '‘DL' on the course registration website. Please make sure to
check the possibility before course registration.

10. Students, including prospective graduates, must register for courses
themselves. Registration through a professor or the administration office
is not permitted.

11. Junior students in the third year are recommended to take BUSS402
Management Strategy. (Only juniors and seniors can register for this
course.)

12. Courses offered by the Department of Business Administration have
course codes that start with BUSS, and the first number in the course
code indicates the appropriate year to take the course.

13. The graduation requirements for the Department of Business
Administration are as follows: First Major in Business Administration — 8
courses, Intensive Major — 10 courses, Double Major or students from the
Division of General Studies — 7 courses, and Dual Degree or Transfer
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Students — 8 courses. Please keep this in mind when planning your

course registration.

14. For the KUBS Concentration Track, courses related to the track are
not guaranteed every semester. If a student fails to complete a course
this semester and it is not offered, the department cannot provide an
additional section. Additionally, students cannot delay graduation to
complete the KUBS Concentration Track, as it is not a graduation

requirement.

15. In the Spring 2026 Semester, a new KUBS Concentration Track, Al
and Business, will be launched.

16. In the Spring 2026 Semester, new microdegree programs, 4Tech
Business: Al Value Chain and Startup Business Leader, will be launched.
