1. Course Registration Basic Information
A. Students may register for 1 to 20 credits per semester
B. Eligibility to register for 23 credits
o Students with an overall grade point average of 3.75 or higher and
no F grades.
o Students who have completed 18 or more credits with
no F grades in the previous semester (regular—spring or fall—semesters
only) and have achieved a grade point average of 3.75 or higher.
C. Course registration must be completed directly by the student. Changes or
cancellations are not allowed after the registration period is over. Even with
a professor’s individual approval, registration through the administrative
office is strictly prohibited.

2. Flexible Credit Enrollment System (Effective from Spring 2025)
A. Students may take in advance or carry over up to 3 credits within a single
academic year.
1) Advance Credit Use (Spring Semester): Allowed during the course
adjustment period at the beginning of the semester.
2) Credit Carryover (Fall Semester): Starts from the course pre-registration
period. Only credits from the spring semester can be carried over to the
fall semester within the same academic year.

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B. The following students are not eligible for the Flexible Credit Enrollment
System:

1) Students exceeding the standard period of study (including those who have
deferred graduation)

2) Domestic or international exchange students who are not enrolled as
degree-seeking students

3) Students whose academic status has changed in the spring semester (e.g.,
leave of absence, domestic or international exchange program)

4) New or transfer students admitted in the fall semester

5) Students whose final semester of the required registration period is in the
spring semester of the academic year

3. Equivalent Courses, Canceled Courses

Due to curriculum revisions, course codes and titles may have changed.
Please check for equivalent courses to avoid enrolling in duplicate courses.

4. Other

A. Students on a leave of absence may enroll in courses during the summer or
winter sessions; however, even if they earn credits required for graduation
during these sessions, they are not eligible to graduate. To qualify for
graduation, students must be officially registered and maintain active
enrollment status during a regular semester.

B. Starting from the 2021 academic year, substitution recognition for Core
General Education is not permitted for newly taken courses. For courses
completed by the 2020 academic year, students must submit the
'Application for Core General Education Recognition' during the graduation
audit period.

C. Following a policy revision, the scope of courses eligible for waiver of
earned credits has been expanded to include all previously earned courses.
(Article 41, Paragraph 1 of the Academic Operation Regulations). <Amended
