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2. Information on the registration process for Field
Education courses

Confirm with your department beforehand whether Field
Education credits can be recognized.

A. Major

1) Field Education courses opened by the department:

Students must individually register through the course
registration system during the designated period as per the
department's guidelines.

2) Common Field Education courses opened by the Center for

Cooperative Education:

a) Confirm with the major department whether the common
Field Education credits can be recognized.

b) If recognized, students from eligible departments
must apply for Field Education credit recognition
through the Portal system.

* Portal System Path

: Portal System > Credits & Graduation > Academic Records >
Pre-approval of Major Credits for Field Education Courses

c) The department reviews the student's application, and
the department chairapproves it.

d) After confirmation, the Center for Cooperative Education
registers the students during the registration period.

B. Liberal Arts

1) Fill out the Field Education course's Liberal Arts credit
recognition application form, sign it, and upload it to the
cooperative education website.

* Application form

- Upload to the application for credit recognition for Field Eduaction
Liberal Arts subjects

2) The Center for Cooperative Education reviews the submitted
application and forwards the list of students to the University
College.

3) The University College registers the students during the
registration period.
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3. Important Notes

- The maximum credits that can be earned from Field Education
courses during college attendance period is 18 credits (major +
Liberal Arts).

* Maximum credits per semester

: Regular semester - 15 credits, Summer/Winter session- 6 credits

- The number of credits recognized as a major varies by
department.

- If the credits recognized based on actual working days are less
than the maximum recognizable credits, additional credits can
be recognized as Liberal Arts.

Ex) For 70 actual working days and 15 weeks(15 credits recognized)
— If the major recognizes 9 credits, an additional 6 credits can be
recognized as Liberal Arts.

(9 credits (major) + 6 credits (Liberal Arts) = 15 credits)
A. Regular Semester

1) Leave of absence students cannot register for Field Education
courses.

2) Simultaneous enrollment in other regular offline courses is not
allowed.
*We allow only MOOC subjects. (We don't allow the non-MOO
C subjects.)

B. Summer/Winter Session

1) Graduating students (planning to drop double majors),
expected graduates, and students planning to enter a
second major cannot register for the summer/winter
session.

2) Students in extra semesters cannot graduate with
summer/winter session Field Education courses alone. They must
register for the regular semester following the summer/winter
session.

3) Simultaneous enrollment in other offline summer/winter

courses is not allowed.
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4. Conditions for Credit Completion

3 credits 20 or more actual working days

6 credits 40 or more actual working days

9 credits 60 or more actual working days

12 credits, 15credits | 70 or more actual working days(15 weeks or more)

* Grades: P (Pass) or F (Fail) (Major/Liberal Arts)

5. Grade Posting Period of Field Education Courses

. Grade Posting Period of
Semester Course Period . .
Field Education Courses
1st Semester March~June By July 20
Summer Session July~August By September 20
September
2nd Semester By January 20
~December
Winter Session January~February By March 20

* Due to the nature of Field Education courses, grades are not posted during
the general course grade posting period but are posted during the Field
Education course grade posting period as shown in the table above. (During

the general course grade posting period, the grade is entered as "I", and
the final grade is entered as P/F after the Field Education course grade is
entered.)

* |t is essential to confirm any academic matters (awards, scholarships, etc.)
that may arise due to the delay in entering Field Education course grades
with the department office and relevant departments in advance.

* Field Education courses are subjects with a registration restriction for the
drop system and cannot be dropped after registration.

* If the institution evaluation score is below "60" after the internship, it will
be treated as "F".

* For regular semesters, grades will be posted before graduation review.

Graduation is not possible with summer/winter session Field Education courses
alone.
