5. Flexible Credit Course Registration System

A. Definition : This system allows students to pre-use or carry over up to 3 credits within an
academic year
To offer more flexibility in course registration based on students’ academic plans and career
aspirations, the system enables students to adjust their semester-specific credits by up to 3
credits within the academic year

D. Important Notes and Miscellaneous
1) If the total registered credits for the semester fall below 17 credits, students will be ineligible
for academic honors or excellence awards

2) Students who completed fewer than 17 (or 18) credits in the previous semester without any F
grades will not be allowed additional credit registration

3) Please proceed with course registration through the existing system as previously (credit
adjustments will be automatically calculated)

4) After the completion of the spring semester course registration (including the course revision
period), credits for pre-use in the fall semester and carry-over credits will be applied to the
system

E. Implementation Timeline
1) [pre-use] Spring Semester: During the Course Add/Drop period (from school year-specific to
all-student adjustments)
2) [carry-over] Fall Semester : Starting from the Pre-Registration of Preferred Courses period
¥ Note: The spring semester of this system is based on the start of the academic year in March.
(the fall semester starts in September)
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- If you do not meet the graduation requirements due to your own error, there is no action that
can be taken at the department or university level. Please be sure to check the graduation

requirements before applying for classes.

- Restrictions on coursework : For those students who do not belong to School of interdisciplinary
Studies (Including double major, convergence major, and minor), course registration eligibility is
limited during the course registration period. Students from other departments can register for
courses without department restrictions, only for the remaining seats during the entire correction

period.
- Due to curriculum reorganization, the course numbers and subject names of liberal arts and
major courses may have changed, so please be sure to check the status of similar courses to

avoid taking multiple courses.

st Please check the [academic/graduation] menu on the other curriculum portal and the website of

the School of interdisciplinary Studies.

- Course registration must be done in person, and individual course registration is not processed
by course professors nor the university administration team.

- In the event of changes in the student's contact information and e-mail, request to modify the
academic records in the [Academic/Graduation] menu on the portal.

- Students who have completed the first year and are assigned a major for the second year should
inquire about academic affairs in their first major.

4. Primary Major Assignment Process
+ Application period: Students apply for major assignment after completing the second semester of their first
year. The assigned major will take effect from the following semester.

- Students admitted in the first semester of the 2025 academic year will apply in January 2026.

- Students admitted in the second semester of the 2025 academic year will apply in July 2026.
+ Assignment method: Students will be assigned to the department (division) for which they applied. However,
some departments (divisions) may require completion of designated prerequisite courses for the assignment to
be granted.
+ Reapplication for major assignment:
If a student is not assigned to a major due to unavoidable reasons such as not completing prerequisite
courses, they may reapply in the following enrolled semester.
Reapplication is permitted up to two times within four enrolled semesters from the time of admission.

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If the student fails to apply for a major within the allowed period, a major will be assigned by the Division of

Interdisciplinary Studies at its discretion.
% Students admitted through the special admission tracks for international students, overseas curriculum

Leadership
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» Curriculum Completion Requirements

1) Total Required Credits for graduation : 36 Credits

2) For required area (Law), one needs to take all 3 classes (9 credits, Civil, Constitutional, Criminal Law), and
take 1 class (3 credits) from the Classics, (Latin, Greek, Wisdom of Asian Cultures). Law related electives are
taught by Law School professors from the General Education Center and could replace ordinary electives.

3) One should take over 24 credits (8 classes) from elective majors. However, one should take more than 6
credits (2 classes) from all Elective areas of Law, Public Administration, and Economics.

4) There are no other prerequisites or conditions for majors above.

5) Subjects in the remarks are replaceable subjects and are retroactively applied to existing students. The
following is the same for newly opened subjects.

6) Recognition of overlapping subjects from the Major Elective area of the KUSIS 'Public Governance and
Leadership' Secondary Major and courses offered from one's first major are limited to 6 credits.
7) Graduation Requirements : Submit certified English grade certificates (Standards are below)
