1. Basic Guidelines for Course Registration

A. Course Registration Schedule

- Course Registration: 10:00 A.M., Feb. 10 — 9:00 A.M., Feb.
14, 2026

- Course Registration Correction: 6:30 P.M., Mar. 4 - 12:00
P.M., Mar. 6, 2026

- Course Withdrawal: 10:00 A.M., Mar. 24 - 9:00 A.M., Mar.
26, 2026

B. Maximum Credits Allowed for Registration
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- Minimum: 1 Credit/ Maximum: 19 Credits

- Students meeting specific conditions set in the Academic

Regulations of Korea University may register for up to 3
additional credits beyond the standard limit:

1) Students with no “F’ grades and a cumulative GPA of 3.75
or higher

2) Students who completed 17(18) or more credits in the
previous regular semester without receiving any “F’ grades and
achieved a GPA of 3.75 or higher

3) Students in the Bachelor's-Master’'s Linked Program

4) Students in the Bachelor's-Master's Integrated Program

C. New Flexible Course Registration System

Starting from the Spring Semester of 2025, a new system
will be introduced that allows additional course registration
beyond the standard limit outlined in Section B.. Please refer
to "What's New" below.

2. Principles of Course registration

A. Curriculum Check by Admission Year

Before registering, please check the graduation requirements
and general/major course completion criteria for each academic
year via Portal(KUPID) > Academic Records/Graduation >
Curriculum.

B. Restrictions on Class Size and Department

- Certain courses may have restrictions on the number of
students allowed.

- Students who are not part of the Department of
Psychology (including double majors, interdisciplinary majors,
dual majors, and minors) may be restricted from registering for
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certain courses during the main registration period.

Students from other departments can register during the
correction period if seats are available, without departmental
restrictions.

C. Regarding Psychology Practicum Courses

- For practicum course registration, students must pass the
program selection process and complete a review of
major-suitability by the Department of Psychology.

3. What's New

Introduction of a New Course Registration System
A. System Name: Flexible Course Registration System
B. System Definition: A system allowing up to 3 credits to be
used in advance or carried over within the same academic
year

- Students can adjust the number of credits taken each
semester by a maximum of 3 credits based on an academic
year.

- For example, students can “borrow” up to 3 credits from
the second semester to use in the first semester or “carry
over’ up to 3 unused credits from the first semester to the
second semester.

4. Additional Notes

- Since course curricula differ by students’ admission year,
please make sure to confirm your academic year's curriculum
on the Portal(KUPID) of the KU Department of Psychology
website.

- Course codes and titles may have changed due to annual
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curriculum revisions, so please check for similar courses in

order to avoid duplicate registration.

- Registration corrections cannot be processed through the
administrative office.
