**Notice Regarding Enrollment in General Education Courses for the 1st

Semester of the 2026 Academic Year at Sejong Campus**

Regarding courses offered as general education (based on the 2026
academic year standards), it is prohibited to enroll in courses offered at
Seoul Campus for all common education, core education, and elective

education courses.

1. Common Education (based on the 26 academic year) [Writing, Global
English, Introduction to Digital Literacy, 1st Year Seminar,

Entrepreneurship and Career] Related Notices
A. Common Education [Writing] Related Notices

1) Writing I (GSTE005) and Writing II (GSTE006) are mandatory courses that
Sejong Campus students must complete.
» However, among the newly established departments in the 21
academic year, following students of the College of Science and
Technology complete only Writing I (GSTE005).
- Future Mobility Engineering
- Intelligent Semiconductor Engineering

- Smart City Division

2) Writing I is offered in the 1st semester, and Writing II is offered in the
2nd semester.
» However, Writing II classes will be offered to foreign students who
enrolled in September 2024, and Writing I classes will be offered to
foreign students who enrolled in March 2026, in the 2nd semester.

As Writing II requires Writing I as a prerequisite, students must obtain a
passing grade in Writing I before registering for Writing II.

P Therefore, students who receive an F in Writing I cannot enroll in
Writing II. They may retake Writing I during the summer session or
regular semester to earn credits before registering for Writing II.

(They must have earned credits at the time of registration.)

» Additionally, students currently enrolled in Writing [ during the
previous regular semester cannot register for Writing II in the
subsequent summer session.

(As they have not yet earned credits at the time of registration.)

For foreign students who enrolled in March 2026, it is recommended to take
Writing I in the Ist semester and Writing II in the 2nd semester in
designated classes.

» Therefore, prior to the start of enrollment, Academic Affairs Team
processes [pre-enrollment].

P Matters processed through [pre-enrollment] can be deleted by the
students themselves in the enrollment system, but it is not possible to
recover deleted or modified classes.

» Therefore, students who wish to recover mistakenly deleted
pre-enrolled courses should provide their personal information and
preferred class division to the Academic Affairs Team.

Foreign freshmen and current students take classes designated for
[foreign freshmen and current students].
» Foreign freshmen/current students cannot enroll in classes

designated for Korean freshmen/current students, and vice versa.

Students who are not freshmen of the respective academic year (2026
intake) take classes listed under the course name [not taken, retaken].

P For the 1Ist semester of 2026, Writing I [not taken, retaken classes]
will be offered in sections 60-63.
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» Freshmen of the 2026 intake cannot enroll in [not taken, retaken
classes].

Students admitted to Sejong Campus before the 2017 academic year who

have not completed Thinking and Expression [ or are retaking it must
take Writing 1.

Students who have not completed Thinking and Expression II or are
retaking it must take Writing II.
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B. Common Education [Global English] Related Notices

1) Global English (I, II, IIl (Eng), IV (Eng)), newly introduced for the 23
academic year Sejong Campus freshmen, are mandatory courses worth 1

credit each (2 hours).

» However, among the newly established departments in the 21
academic year, following students of the College of Science and
Technology, complete only Global English I and Global English II.

» For students including the 22 academic year and earlier at Sejong
Campus, there are no changes in the existing English general education
curriculum.

Thus, they take Academic English (I, II, III (Eng), IV (Eng)),

and those achieving High Level complete Academic English III (HL)(Eng),
and Academic English IV (HL)(Eng).

» Global English and Academic English are not similar subjects but

different courses.

2) Global English I‘Il are recommended to be completed in each first and
second semester of the first year, and instruction will be conducted in
Korean by Korean instructors.

Global English III‘IV are recommended to be completed in each first and
second semester of the second year, and instruction will be conducted

in English by foreign instructors..

Global English I is offered in the first semester, and Global English II is
offered in the second semester.

» However, for foreign students admitted in September 2024, Global
English II classes for foreign students are partly offered, and Global
English I classes are offered in the second semester of 25/2 (Korean
students cannot enroll).

Foreign freshmen admitted in March 2026 must take Global English I in
the first semester and Global English II in the second semester in
designated classes.

» Therefore, prior to enrollment commencement, Academic Affairs Team
[pre-enrollment].

P Matters processed through [pre-enrollment]| can be deleted by
students themselves in the enrollment system, but it is not possible to
recover deleted or modified class sections.

» Therefore, students who wish to recover mistakenly deleted
pre-enrolled courses should provide their personal information and
preferred class division to the Academic Affairs Team.

Global English Il (Eng) is offered in the first semester of the second
year, and Global English IV (Eng) is offered in the second semester, and
students must register for their preferred class section.

Prerequisite requirements for Global English include Global English III
(Eng) having Global English I or Global English II as prerequisites, and
Global English IV (Eng) having Global English III (Eng) as a prerequisite.
» Therefore, even students receiving an F in Global English I in the
first semester of 26/1 can take Global English II in the second semester
of 26/2.

Foreign freshmen and current students must attend each [foreign
freshmen and current students section].
» Foreign freshmen/current students cannot take classes designated

for Korean freshmen/current students, and vice versa.
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C. Common Education [Introduction to Digital Literacy] Related Notices

1) Introduction to Digital Literacy (DSAIO01) is a mandatory common
education course worth 3 credits (3 hours) for students entering Sejong
Campus from the 23rd academic year.

2) Introduction to Digital Literacy is divided into courses to be completed
in the 1st and 2nd semesters for the 23rd academic year. The
departments that substitute this course with self-developed or other

departmental programming courses are as follows:

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3) New students of the 26th academic year must take Introduction to
Digital Literacy in designated semesters and sections.
» Therefore, the Academic Affairs Team will handle [pre-enrollment]
prior to the start of registration.

» Matters addressed through [pre-enrollment] can be managed by
students themselves through the registration system, but it will not be
possible to recover or modify section deletion.

» Therefore, students who accidentally deleted pre-enrollment course
records should provide personal information and desired section
information to the Academic Affairs Team.

4) Overview of Introduction to Digital Literacy Course:
» Introduction to Digital Literacy teaches foundational coding skills
based on text, enabling data analysis and enhancing computing skills
through KUS's specialized SEMO Class team project.

» To foster digital literacy, educational activities include staying
up-to-date on the latest technological trends, utilizing public data,
learning basic text coding, and enhancing data analysis and
visualization skills.

Students will learn "Python Data Representation," "Python Data Analysis,"

and "Python Visualization" by manipulating and analyzing data.

» At the end of the semester, the "KUS Public Data Utilization Data
Analysis Contest" is conducted to provide opportunities to foster
creative integration, collaboration, practical skills, and pioneering spirit.
Students can enhance creative and practical skills through algorithmic
development and analysis of self-set problems.

The course format is SEMO Class, focusing on "Project-Based Learning"
and "Small Group Activities (Immediate Review-Problem Solving-Field
Learning)" in teaching and learning activities.

Students are required to have prior knowledge of MS Office and Python
for "Data Analysis and Visualization" and "Problem-Solving Activities."
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D. Common Education [Freshman Seminar, Entrepreneurship and Career]

Related Notices

1) Freshman Seminar (GSKS001) and Entrepreneurship and Career
(GSKS006) are mandatory common education courses that all Sejong
Campus freshmen (excluding bachelor transfer students) must complete.

2) The opening semester for Freshman Seminar is the 1st semester.
For Entrepreneurship and Career, Informational Literacy, it is the 2nd
semester.

3) For incoming freshmen of the respective academic year (26th academic
year), it is required to take Freshman Seminar in the 1lst semester and
Entrepreneurship and Career in the 2nd semester in designated
sections.

» Therefore, Academic Affairs Team Office will handle [pre-enrollment]
prior to the start of registration.

» However, for undergraduate students, they must directly apply for
enrollment in sections offered by their respective major (e.g., sections
offered within the Global Management Major and Digital Management
Major of the Convergence Management Department) by confirming the
sections taught by professors of their interest.

(Global Studies, Convergence Management, Public and Social Affairs and
Unification Diplomacy, International Sports Studies, Cultural Creative
Studies do not undergo pre-enrollment; students must choose and apply
for sections themselves.)

» Matters addressed through [pre-enrollment] can be managed by
students themselves through the registration system, but it will not be
possible to recover or modify section deletion.

4) Operational Procedures and Grading Criteria for Sejong Campus
Freshman Seminar in the 1st semester of the 26th academic year:
» Composed of a total of 16 hours, with 10 hours handled by
departments and 6 hours by each department (Educational Innovation
Center/Sejong General Education Office 2 hours, Teaching and Learning
Information Center 2 hours, Sejong Career Development Center 2hours).
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» The score (out of 100 points) for each department and departmental
program is as follows: 62.5 points awarded by each department (10
hours / 16 hours * 100 points) and 37.5 points awarded by each
department (6 hours / 16 hours * 100 points), with a cumulative score
of 60 points or above resulting in a grade of P, and below 60 points
resulting in a grade of F.

5) Operational Procedures and Grading Criteria for Sejong Campus
Entrepreneurship and Career in the 2nd semester of the 26th academic
year:

» Consists of entrepreneurship-related online lectures operated by
Sejong Entreprenecurship Education Center for 8 hours and
career-related seminars by each department for 8 hours.
» The score (out of 100 points) for Sejong Entrepreneurship Education
Center and each departmental program is as follows: 50 points awarded
by Sejong Entrepreneurship Education Center (8 hours / 16 hours * 100
points) and 50 points awarded by each department (8 hours / 16 hours
* 100 points), with a cumulative score of 60 points or above resulting
in a grade of P, and below 60 points resulting in a grade of F.

A. Common Education (Including the Class of 2022)
[Academic English] Related Notices

1) Regarding the conversion of the General English Common Education
course from Academic English to Global English, this change will apply
from the 23rd intake year at Sejong Campus onwards.

Therefore, up to the 22nd intake year, students will continue to take
Academic English courses such as Academic English (I I -II-IV).
» However, students admitted as High Level achievers in English

proficiency upon enrollment will take Academic Englishlll-IV.

2) The prerequisite requirements for Academic English are as follows:
Firstly, students must complete either Academic English I or Academic
Englishl to enroll in Academic EnglishIll(SL).

Secondly, students must complete Academic Englishlll(SL)(Eng) to enroll
in Academic EnglishIV(SL)(Eng).

P Students selected as High Level achievers may enroll in Academic
EnglishIV(SL)(Eng) upon completing Academic EnglishIll(HL)(Eng).

3) Academic English I and Academic Englishll are recommended to be
taken in the 1st semester and 2nd semester of the 1st year,
respectively. Academic Englishlll(SL)(Eng) and Academic
EnglishIV(SL)(Eng) are recommended to be taken in the 1st semester
and 2nd semester of the 2nd year.

4) Academic Englishlll(SL)(Eng) has multiple sections offered in the 1st
semester, and Academic EnglishlV(SL)(Eng) has multiple sections offered
in the 2nd semester.

» There is no [pre-registration] for Academic English(II-1V).
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5) 2017 General English Curriculum Revision
» Curriculum Revision
. Starting from the Class of 2017, the requirement to complete [Debate
in English, Presentation in English, Career Development English
Writing, Technical Writing in English, with at least one of these] has

been excluded.

» Curriculum Revision
. Starting from the Class of 2016, Integrated English (Listening) I -1I,
Integrated English (Speaking) I -1I, Advanced English I -1 were
excluded from the required courses, and Integrated English
(Reading) I - I were reorganized into Academic English 1,1, and
Practical English I -1 were reorganized into Academic English(II-1V).
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» Progress Measures Related to Curriculum Revision

a. For students from the Class of 2010 to the Class of 2015:
Until the Class of 2015, regardless of the detailed areas of General
English (Integrated English, Practical Foreign Languages, or
depth-related electives such as Advanced English I, II, Advanced
Chinese 1, II), students must include "Practical English I" and
"Practical English II," and one of the following three mandatory
courses worth a total of 6 credits:
"Debate in English," "Presentation in English," "Career Development
English Writing," or "Technical Writing in English"
(students in the School of Business and Public Administration must
choose one from "Debate in English" or "Presentation in English"),
totaling at least 10 credits to fulfill the requirement.

% Depending on students' completion of General English courses, the total

credit requirement for fulfillment varies from 10 credits or more.

b. For students from the Class of 2004 to the Class of 2009:
Until the Class of 2015, regardless of the detailed areas of General
English (Integrated English, Practical Foreign Languages, or
depth-related electives such as Advanced English I, II, Advanced
Chinese I, II), students must include "Practical English I" and "Practical
English II" (or Practical Chinese I, II) worth 4 credits, totaling at least 8
credits to fulfill the requirement.

*% For students in the School of Humanities, School of Business, and
Public Administration, if the initial completion of Practical Foreign
Languages and Advanced Foreign Languages includes Chinese (Practical
Chinese or Advanced Chinese), uncompleted subjects are handled as
follows:

Students with an uncompleted Practical Chinese | take Academic English
III (SL) as an equivalent course to Practical English I.

Students with an uncompleted Practical Chinese II take Academic
English IV (SL) as an equivalent course to Practical English II.

¥ For students in the School of Science and Technology and the
Department of International Sports, if the initial completion of Practical
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Foreign Languages includes Chinese (Practical Chinese I or II),

uncompleted subjects are handled as follows:

Students with an uncompleted Practical Chinese 1 take Academic English
III (SL) as an equivalent course to Practical English I.

Students with an uncompleted Practical Chinese II take Academic
English IV (SL) as an equivalent course to Practical English II.

B. Common General Education (Including Class of 2022 and Previous)
[Information Literacy] Notes

1) Regarding the change from a mandatory to an elective course in the
common general education, Information Literacy (SPGS284), this change
will be effective starting from the Class of 2023. Therefore, students up
to the Class of 2022 must still complete Information Literacy as a
mandatory requirement.

» However, following students in the newly established programs in
2021 are exempt from the obligation to complete Information Literacy.

2) [Information Literacy] will be offered as a MOOC course in the second
semester and will be reorganized into an elective course under the
course code SPGS248 starting from the Class of 2023.
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P [lst Year Seminar] For students from the Class of 2013 to the Class
of 2017 (Class of 2014 to the Class of 2017 for the School of
Humanities), who need to complete the 1st semester course (GSKS001)
and the 2nd semester course (GSKS002—GSKS004) as common general
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education, if they have not completed or are retaking the 2nd semester

course (GSKS002—GSKS004) of the 1st year seminar, they must take
[Information Literacy] (SPGS248).

3) For students up to the Class of 2022, the recommended semesters for
completing [Information Literacy] are divided into [1lst year/2nd
semester] and [2nd year/2nd semester].

[Information Literacy] must directly register for the course.

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C. Common General Education (Including up to Class of 2022)
[CB Program] Related Notes

1) [CB Program]
(Choose one subject from Art and Media, Creative Education Mentoring,
Cultural Sensibility Mentoring, Global Competency Mentoring to
complete) is transitioning from a common general education
requirement to an elective starting from the Class of 2023.
Therefore, students from the Class of 2016 to 2022 at Sejong Campus
must continue to complete one subject from the [CB Program].
» However, following students from the new departments established in
2021 are not required to complete the [CB Program].

» This requirement only applies to the Class of 2022 for the College of

- In the 23/1 semester, there were 5 sections of Creative Education
Mentoring, 6 sections of Global Competency Mentoring.

- In the 23/2 semester, there were 3 sections of Creative Education
Mentoring, 4 sections of Cultural Sensibility Mentoring, and 5 sections
of Global Competency Mentoring.

- In the 24/1 semester, there were 3 sections of Cultural Sensibility
Mentoring, 3 sections of Global Competency Mentoring, and 3 sections
of Creative Problem Solving Linked to Local Community.

- In the 24/2 semester, there were 4 sections of Cultural Sensibility
Mentoring, 2 sections of Global Competency Mentoring, and 2 sections
of Creative Problem Solving Linked to Local Community.

A. Detailed Areas of Core General Education:
Core General Education consists of 7 detailed areas:
- Science and Technology
- Literature and Arts
- Understanding Society
- Global Cultures
- Investigation of History
- Ethics and Thought
- Quantitative Reasoning

B. According to the educational curriculum of each department (major),
students must complete at least [specified credits] in each designated
[detailed areal.

» For the Core General Education curriculum of the 2023 cohort of the
Global Studies Department, students must complete at least 6 credits in
at least 1 subject each from any two of the following areas:

- Global Cultures

- Investigation of History

- Literature and Arts, Ethics and Thought, Understanding Society
Additionally, they must complete at least 3 credits in at least 1 subject

from either Science and Technology or Quantitative Reasoning.

» Therefore, a student from the 2023 cohort of the Global Studies
Department would be considered to have completed Core General
Education if they complete 1 subject from Global Cultures, 1 subject
from Investigation of History, 1 subject from Science and Technology.
However, completing 1 subject from Global Cultures, 1 subject from
Investigation of History, and 1 subject from Literature and Arts, or 2
subjects from Global Cultures and 1 subject from Science and
Technology, would not be recognized as completion.
