Course registration basics

1. The minimum and maximum number of credits for which
students may register in a semester shall be 1 and 19,
respectively.

2. Extra Credit Registration : maximum of three credits

(1) Students who have acquired an overall GPA of at least 3.75
without receiving a grade of F;

(2) Students who have acquired an overall GPA of at least 3.75 and at
least 17 credits in the immediately preceding semester (limited to
regular semesters) without receiving a grade of F;

3. Students must take courses offered at their affiliated campus.
However, students may acquire a total of 21 credits from
courses established at the other campus that are not offered at
their affiliated campus, provided that such courses are registered
for as general elective courses.

4. Students shall not register for courses offered during the same
class time period.
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5. School Year

(1) First year: students who have acquired a maximum of 33 credits;

(2) Second year: students who have registered for at least three
semesters and acquired a minimum of 34 credits and a maximum
of 67 credits;

(3) Third year: students who have registered for at least five semesters
and acquired a minimum of 68 credits and a maximum of 101
credits;

(4) Fourth year: students who have registered for at least seven
semesters and acquired a minimum of 102 credits.

6. Course Registration and Credit Acquisition for Students on Leave
of Absence

(1) Students on leave of absence may also take summer or winter
courses. However, students on leave of absence who have met the
requirements for graduation by acquiring credits from summer or
winter courses may graduate only after completing at least one
semester after returning from their leave of absence.

(2) Students on leave of absence for military service in accordance
with the Military Service Act may acquire a maximum of six credits
per semester and 12 credits per year from courses designated by
the University in accordance with prescribed procedures; a grade of
P/F shall be granted for the courses so taken, and such courses
shall be indicated as “courses taken during military service” on the
academic transcript.

7. Withdrawal of Acquired Credits
(1) Students shall not withdraw acquired credits. However, students
may withdraw a maximum of six credits in the event course retake
is not possible on account of course abolition; courses for which
credits have been so withdrawn shall be indicated with “W"
(Withdraw) on the academic transcript, and such withdrawn credits
shall not be counted toward the GPA.
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(2) In order to withdraw acquired credits, students must have
registered for at least seven semesters and acquired a minimum of
102 credits (106 credits forthe colleges (divisions/schools) and
departments specified in Article 57(2)) and submit an application
for credit withdrawal form within the specified period.

(3) The application for credit withdrawal from may be submitted only
once, and such application shall not be withdrawn or modified.

(4) Credits for courses that have not been completed shall not be
withdrawn.

(5) Courses for which credits have been withdrawn shall not be
registered for again.

. Course Retakes

(1) Students may retake courses with a grade of C+ (grade points:
2.50) or lower.

(2) The highest possible grade for retaken courses shall be A (grade
points: 4.00). The highest possible grade for courses that have
been taken for the third time shall be B+ (grade points: 3.50).

(3) The grade of a retaken course shall be compared with the grade
originally acquired so that the higher of the two shall be reflected
in the GPA on the academic transcript; however, retaken courses
shall also be indicated on the academic transcript.

(4) The course to which the lower of the two grades has been
granted that is not reflected in the GPA on the academic transcript
shall be indicated with “R” (Retake).

(5) Courses established at the Sejong Campus after the spring
semester of 2016 may be retaken only once. However, retakes of
courses with a grade of F shall not be subject to the restrictions
on the number of course retakes.

. Course Substitution
(1) Courses required for graduation may be substituted by other
courses, provided that all of the requirements set forth in the
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following subparagraphs are met:

@ The student intending to take a substitute course must be
expected to graduate in the semester during which the course
is to be taken;

@ The substitute course must be similar to the course required for
graduation.

(2) Course substitution specified in paragraph 1 may be permitted for
only one course. Students intending to take a substitute course
must apply for course substitution before the course add/drop
period of the semester in which they are expected to graduate.

(3) Course substitution may be permitted upon approval by the
department chair following deliberation by the department to
which the applicant is affiliated.

(4) In the event the student who has taken a substitute course upon
permission fails to graduate in the semester during which the
student took that substitute course, the permission for course
substitution granted to that student shall become invalid.

2) Students who have completed 17 (18) credits or more without an F grade in the
previous semester (regular semesters only) and have an average rating of 3.75 or higher

2) 2nd grade: Students who have registered at least three times and have acquired
credits of 34 credits or more and 67 credits or less

3) 3rd grade: Students who have registered at least five times and have earned credits
of at least 68 credits and not more than 101 credits

4) 4th grade: Students who have registered at least seven times and have earned at
least 102 credits

A. Students on leave of absence can obtain credits for taking the seasonal semester, but
they cannot graduate even if they meet the required credits after obtaining the seasonal
semester credits. You must register for the regular semester and graduate when your
academic record is 'back to school'.
B. Just retaking the course currently being completed

(For example, courses that are completing the second semester of 2025 cannot be
retaken due to winter season classes in 2025)
C. Retake the course

1) Subjects with grade C+ (score: 2.50) or lower may be retaken.

2)The grade level of the retrained course cannot exceed A (score: 4.00), and the grade
level of the retrained course cannot exceed B+ (score: 3.50) when retraining the
retrained course.

3)The grades of the retraining course are compared with the grades acquired by
retraining and the grades acquired before, and the high grades are reflected in the
grade average of the grade certificate, and all courses are marked.

C. During the course registration period, the course registration system registers
